Mid-October Weather at Destinations 
Mid-October is one of the nicer times to visit these cities, with cooler evenings and comfortable daytime 
temperatures. A light jacket and layered clothing are the safest bet, and an umbrella is smart for Xi’an, Suzhou, 
and Hangzhou. 
Day temperatures averages 22C. Evening average temperature 15C 
 
Top picks: 

1. Beijing — usually the best bet for crisp, dry autumn weather. 
2. Luoyang — often pleasant and fairly dry, with a nice fall feel. 
3. Shanghai — generally comfortable, with decent odds of sunny sightseeing weather. 

 
More mixed weather: 

1. Xi’an — still good for travel, but rain is a little more likely. 
2. Hangzhou — beautiful in autumn, but can be a bit more variable. 
3. Suzhou — mild and charming, though you may get light rain or humidity.
